I have read the Cooperative Education Handbook and agree to co-op under the guidelines established.  These include be are not limited to:

1. Maintain the academic requirement of 2.2 GPA and to have completed at least 30 credit hours of academic study.

2. Register for the correct section of Cooperative Education – Parallel (Section 001 or 051)  Alternating (Sections 001 and 002 or 051 and 052).

3. Co-op for the entire length of each co-op semester.  (This is never fewer than 15 weeks for 300 hours for parallel credit or 600 for alternating employment)
4. Perform to the best of your ability in the work experience – this includes reporting to the assigned site on time each day scheduled.  In case of illness, the work site supervisor is to be informed prior to the start time of the day of the absence.
5. Completing academic assignments (Learning Objectives, Weekly Logs, Final Paper, and other assignments as deemed necessary by the Faculty Coordinator) must be completed by the dates given in the Co-op Syllabus.
6. If for some reason you are unable to complete the Co-op Assignment, you must complete a Termination of Co-op form with the Career Development Center.
7. If for some reason you need to receive an “I” for the semester, this must be pre-arranged with Faculty Coordinator prior to the date when assignments are due.  Failure to notify the Faculty Coordinator will result in a failing grade.

I understand that failing to abide by the contents of the Co-op Student Handbook could result in the Cooperative Education Program extending or altering my requirements for completion of the academic credit.
