· 3 points--context of the quotation within the work (i.e., the speaker(s), if any, and the action surrounding the quotation)

· 3 points--significance of the quotation and the ideas it expresses to the period.

1. ...a sparrow flies swiftly through the hall.  It enters in at one door and quickly flies out through the other.  For the few moments it is inside the storm and wintry tempest cannot touch it, but after the briefest moment of calm, it flits from your sight, out of the wintry storm and into it again.  So this life of man appears but for a moment; what follows or indeed what went before, we know not at all. If this new doctrine brings us more certain information, it seems right that we should accept it.

2. …I began to think /about composing some good stories/and translating from Latin to Romance; /but that was not to bring me fame: /too many others have done it./Then I thought of the lais I’d heard./I did not doubt, indeed I knew well,/that those who first began them/and sent them forth/composed them in order to preserve/adventures they had heard.

3. A woman wants the self-same sovereignty/Over her husband as over her lover,/ And master him; he must not bed above her./ That is your greatest wish, whether you kill /Or spare me; please yourself. I wait your will.

And first, he was faultless in his five senses,/Nor found ever to fail in his five fingers,/and all his fealty was fixed upon the five wounds/That Christ got on the cross, as the creed tells.../That all his force was founded on the five joys/That the high Queen of heaven had in her child.../The fifth of the five fives followed by this knight/Were beneficence boundless, and brother love/And pure mind and manners, that none might impeach,/And compassion most precious...

6. Early and late, I must undergo hardship/because of the feud of my own dearest loved one./Men forced me to live in a forest grove, under an oak tree in the earth-cave.  
7. I am sure/you don’t care for such pleasure; /people have often told me/that you have no interest in women./You have fine-looking boys /with whom to enjoy yourself./Base coward, lousy cripple,/my lord made a bad mistake /when he let you stay with him.

I saw his sleeves were garnished at the hand/With fine grey fur, the finest in the land,/And on his hood, to fasten it at his chin/He had a wrought-gold cunningly fashioned pin;/Into a lover’s knot it seemed to pass. /His head was bald and shone like a looking-glass;/So did his face, as if it had been greased.
